About the Torrey Park Monument 

The monument was erected approx. 12 years ago and 
was a culture and heritage project of the Geneva 
Lodge. The monument sits at the corner of Ave. E 
and Humbert St. across from Club 86. For many, 
many Italian immigrants arriving in Geneva, the 
boarding house that stood there was their first stop 
and home, and hence, Torrey Park became Genevaôs
